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PROGRAM PLANS FOR 2010-11

 Deb McCasland, Program Co-VP, and I have 
planned a stimulating year of programs for AAUW 
Prescott, with a theme of “Heightening Our 
Awareness.”  We begin in the fall with two 
programs postponed from earlier this year:  in 
September we’ll hear from Bruce Hosler of Hosler 
Financial Services about “Financial Strength 
Training,” a skill we can all use in these uncertain 
times.  In October, AAUW member and Art Docent 
Sandra Hennigan will discuss “Arizona’s Three Rich 
Cultures,” emphasizing how Native, Hispanic, and 
European influences overlap and blend. 
 November will feature our pre-holiday craft 
sale to benefit the Mary Alice Moulton Childcare 
Fund, and we’ll also hear from members of our 
artistic special interest groups and see samples of 
their work.  The Holiday Brunch will be at the 
Hassayampa Country Club again this year on the 
first Saturday in December, with good food, holiday 
entertainment, and a recipient of an AAUW 
Educational Funds Grant who will discuss her 
scholarly work. 

 
 To start the new year, we’ll learn about 
AAUW’s leadership in STEM (Science, 
Technology, Engineering, and Math) initiatives to 
encourage women students to enter these fields.

“The scholarship for me meant that my son could continue healthy development in his predictable and structured 
routine of attending the FEC.  It meant that I did not have to choose between paying for utilities or paying for his 
tuition because there are times when I just can’t do both…the scholarship kept us at the FEC…and that means the 
world to my son and me.
